SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, on or about January 17, 2001, Utahns for Better Transportation (“UBET”),
and Ross C. “Rocky” Anderson filed a lawsuit in the United States District Court for the
District of Utah against United States Department of Transportation (“USDOT®),
USDOT Secretary Rodney Slater and his successor, Federal Highway Administration
(“FHWA”), FHWA Administrator Kenneth Wykle and his successor, Division
Administrator of the FHWA Utah Division Gibbs, United States Army Corps of
Engineers (“COE”), District Engineer of the COE Sacramento District Col. Michael J.
Walsh, and COE Intermountain Regulatory Section Chief Brooks Carter (collectively
“the Federal Defendants”), Civil No. 1:01 CV007 J (“the UBET Lawsuit”);

WHEREAS, on or about January 31, 2001, Sierra Club filed a lawsuit in the United
States District Court for the District of Utah against The Federal Defendants and Federal
Transit Administration (“FTA”), FTA Administrator Nuria Fernandez, and Regional
Administrator of the FTA Lee Waddleton, Civil No. 1:01 CV0014 J, the Complaint for
which was amended on or about February 14, 2002 (“the Sierra Club Lawsuit”);

WHEREAS, on or about May 9, 2001, the UBET Lawsuit was consolidated with the
Sierra Club lawsuit (“the Consolidated Lawsuit™);

WHEREAS, on or about May 16, 2001, the State of Utah (“Utah”) intervened as a
defendant in the UBET Lawsuit and therefore, in the Consolidated Lawsuit;

WHEREAS, on or about August 11, 2001, the District Court ruled against UBET, the
Sierra Club, and Mayor Anderson (collectively the "Plaintiffs") regarding that portion of
the Consolidated Lawsuit addressing the Legacy Parkway;

WHEREAS, on or about October 18, 2001, UBET, the Sierra Club, and Mayor Anderson
appealed the District Court’s ruling to the United States Court of Appeals for the Tenth
Circuit, case numbers 01-4216, 01-4217 and 01-4220;

WHEREAS, on or about November 2, 2001, UBET, the Sierra Club, and Mayor
Anderson sought an injunction pending their appeal and on or about November 16, 2001,
the Court of Appeals granted the motion of UBET, the Sierra Club, and Mayor Anderson
for an injunction pending appeal and stayed construction of certain portions of the
Legacy Parkway;

WHEREAS, on or about February 27, 2002, the Court of Appeals entered an Order
clarifying its injunction pending appeal;

WHEREAS, on or about September 16, 2002, the Court of Appeals issued an opinion
finding that the federal defendants had failed to meet certain legal requirements with
respect to the Legacy Parkway, which opinion was subsequently amended in part (see
303 F. 3 1152, 319 F. 3rd 1207);
